
COUNTDOWN  TO THE PLAYGROUND No. 5.

  Special PUBLIC meeting called by six parishioners and three councillors on  
 

MONDAY 16th OCTOBER at 8.00 in the Village Hall. 
 

All welcome. All can speak openly. 

The superfluous PC Recreation Ground Committee wants to site our Children’s 
Playground up by the old sewerage farm -- a full one hundred yards away from the one 
voted for by Councillors. This presents more than a few problems 
 

David Campbell from Thames Valley Police has been to see all locations last week. He 
told us that the one by the main gate is far better on child safety and many other grounds. 
 

David Whiteside from Playdale told us there is not one advantage in drainage to be 
had by putting the play area up the field contrary to claims by the Chairman. Playdale say 
the PC Chairman asked them to re-site it - not vice versa - and also requested a cheap and 
nasty surface for the base at the same time. 
 

The earliest Playdale say they can now have it ready for use is early January 2007. 
Mid-winter! Who has caused this delay? Come to the meeting on 16th and find out! 
 

The facts are very simple 
 
-The PC voted 6 to 1 on August 2nd for a specific and detailed plan from the W.P.A. 
 
-The W.P.A. has raised the staggering sum of £31,000 in grants etc for this. 
 
-There is still in excess on £10k in a Village Playground fund 
 
The time for prevarication, obfuscation and delay is now gone. Our children deserve better. 
 
Come along on Monday 16th, and have your voice heard for the first time in a long time.
